We had about 10 people at the meeting and we talked about two important things:

1. NHS Campus Clean-Up in February. So, like, they, like, need, like, help. Yay! The campus clean up is basically an afternoon in February where NHS members go around and clean up the exterior of the school. I was asked if we were interested in participating. If you are in the NHS, you can get your "Group project" or "helping with a leadership project" credit. If you aren't in NHS, you can get SSL's. The group unanimously decided to participate. I will send out an email when I have the date.

2. This is the really important, exciting part. We brainstormed ideas for the PSA, and we decided to do a 'spoof' of the cartoon Captain Planet. This is a possible outline of the PSA: 

· A little title image flashes across the screen "Captain Planet" and a title for the PSA flashes (ex. Electricity with the SoandSo Planeteer)

· A random person asks a question: "How can I save electricity?"

· Someone (a student, teacher, or other person) does something incorrectly (someone leaves lights on in a classroom)

· Planeteer shows up (randomly, kinda of awkwardly maybe) and tells them what they are doing is wrong (in some catchy rhyme way, like, "If you don't turn off your lights, the earth won't be alright.")

· Person is like, okay cool, and Captain planet shows up and is like, "The Power is YOURS" or something

Of course this is very basic, and may be longer than a minute. The longest the PSA should be is about a minute thirty seconds. 

 

If you know Captain Planet fairly well, you'll know that there are five planeteers. We thought it would be cool to make five different PSA's featuring a different problem (ex. recycling, electricity conservation, pollution, water conservation, etc). We would then air them every morning on Eubie TV during Earth Week (April 20-24) and choose the most popular video (among students, teachers, etc) to submit.

 

Committee members are welcome to act in the PSA. We will need five planeteers, a Captain Planet, teachers and students. We will organize the auditions at the February 5th meeting.

 

This requires a lot of work (I did say it would be our big project) so we need everyone to come to the meetings and voice their opinions. We will also need to do some filming and other work afterschool on Thurdays. There is an activity bus that day. Filming days will begin mid-February and carry through March. Actors and other committee members will need to be on hand. We will discuss this more in the coming weeks.

 

There will be no meeting January 22, but there will be one January 29. We will go into more detail about which issues we would like to cover in the PSAs. We will then begin writing scripts.

 

Homework: Begin researching an issue that we should cover in the PSA's. The following are examples:

 

·  Recycling Cans and Water Bottles

· Recycling paper

· Conserving electricity

· Conserving energy

· Conserving Water

· Pollution

· Alternate fuels/energies

· Tree planting

· Honey Bees
